Dear readers, 

the special issue of the em consists of selected papers pmsented at the 201 ,1 Teacher 
Education Policy in Burope (TEPE) conference held irl Zagreb and organized by theinstitute 
Jo-r Social Research in Zagreb and the Fan/ It)' of Teacher Education University ofZagreb. 
TEPE is an academic network that builds on the previous European collaborative projects in 
the field of teacher education policy TNTEE and EUDORA. The Qn 1lLwl conferences bring 
together ed/Wltiona! researchers, policy makers, teachers and practitioners from Europe and 
beyond. TIle general theme ofthe 8th TEPE Conference was "Overcoming f ragmentation 
in teacher education policy and practice." In the widely held discussions regarding teacher 
quality and teacher profesSionalism) the needfor greater coherence ofthe d!fferenl aspects of 
teacher professional development had been long emphasised. Since the integratio/1 of teacher 
educatlm/ within the university system in many Europe"n countries, the apparmt fer/sion 
between a 'subject'and 'pedagogy'dimension has become one ofthe most challel1gingiss/.tes 
in teacher education policy. The universitation of i,litial teacher education is sometimes also 
perceived as a process which has widened the gap /? m'een the theorelicai basis ofeducatiorwl 
sciences and school-based teacher practice. Furthermore, it liaS been observed that in the 
majority ofcountries there is no Jim/alignment between initial tet/cher education, induction 
and continuous profeSSionaldevelopment. The issue of what constitutes a 'European teacher' 
has also been raised at a broader European p licy level. Fonowing this line of thotlght,four 
major themes have been opened as the conference topics allOWing the researchers to explore 
and present their analyses and views. One theme is concerned lVith the issue ofovercoming 
f ragmentation by linking discipline wrriculum with the curriCllium ofeducational sciences 
and methodologies. The other theme attempts to explore the challenge regardirlg weak 
collaboration betweel/ universify teachers and chool-based met/to rs. The t11ird theme is 
oriented towards exploring ways to bridge the gap between initial teacher education and 
teacher/further development. The fina l theme reflects the rleed to overcome fragmentation 
between national and European dimension in teacher educatioH. The conference goal was 
to explore the issue offragmentation within teacher education policy and practice in its 
broadest sense. ltl addition lo these four sub-themes, scholars were Invited to discuss in their 
cOlltributiollS all other relevant aspects oj f ragmentation in teacher education.
