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UPUTSTVA ZA AUTORE

EMC Review, Casopis za Ekonomiju i TrZiSne komunikacije su otvoreni pristup, medunarodni,
recenzirani asopis. Otvoreni pristup (OA) zna¢i da mozete objaviti svoje istrazivanje tako da je
slobodan pristup on-line ¢im bude objavljen, $to znacdi da svatko moze Citati (i citirati) va$ rad.
Casopis objavljuje originalne nau¢ne radove, pregledne i stru¢ne radove, nau¢ne polemike, kritike i
osvrte. Cilj je da se u ¢asopisu objavljuju radovi iz oblasti globalne ekonomije, ekonomije regiona,
ekonomske politike, trzista i konkurencije, potrosaca, medija i poslovne komunikacije, novih teh-
nologija, menadZmenta, marketinga sa fokusom na region Jugoisto¢ne Evrope .

Casopis izlazi dva puta godisnje, u junu i decembru. Radovi se dostavljaju na jezicima naroda BiH,
latinici, ili engleskom jeziku, iskljucivo elektronski, na mail redakcije, i to: redakcija@emc-review.
com do kraja aprila za junski, i kraja septembra, za decembarski broj. Zajedno sa radom treba
dostaviti adresu za slanje autorskog primjerak ¢asopisa nakon objavljivanja. Autor po potrebi moze
zahtevati izdavanje potvrde u vidu dokaza da ¢e rad biti objavljen nakon recenzije.

Redakcija ée rukopis dostaviti recenzentima kompetentnim za odgovarajucu oblast. Recenzentima
se ne otkriva identitet autora, kao i obrnuto. Tokom cijele godine ¢asopis je otvoren za saradnju sa
svim zainteresovanim domadim i inostranim autorima.

Radovi treba da budu dostavljeni elektronski, u prilogu — kao otvoreni dokument (Word format),
na mail redakcije ¢asopisa na sljedecu adresu: redakcija@emc-review.com. Ukoliko radovi ne
budu ispunjavali preporuke date u Uputstvu, neée biti predati na recenziju i nece biti $tampani.

Rad mora biti sadinjen u Microsoft Word-u, fontom Times New Roman (12), razmak (1). Format
stranice: veli¢ina A4. Margine: vrh 2,5 cm, donja 2,5 cm, lijevo 2,5 cm, desno 2,5 cm.

U gornjem lijevom uglu navodi se ime i prezime autora (TNR, 12). Tii proreda nize NASLOV
RADA na engleskom jeziku — ukoliko je rad pisan na jezicima BiH. Naslov rada - VELIKIM SLO-
VIMA, centrirano, (Times New Roman, 14, bold). Ispod naslova treba da stoji prezime, titula i ime
autora (Times New Roman, 12). Primer: Prezime dr (mr) ime ili prezime ime, dipl ecc. U fusnoti
na prvoj stranici se navodi nau¢no zvanje autora, naziv i adresa ustanove u kojoj je autor zaposlen i
e-mail adresa autora, (Times New Roman, 11).

Sazetak, odnosno apstrake ¢lanka je kratak informativan prikaz sadrzaja ¢lanka koji ¢itaocu omo-
gucava da brzo i tatno ocijeni njegovu relevantnost i koji sadrzi termine koji se esto koriste za
indeksiranje i pretragu ¢lanaka. Sastavni dijelovi sazetka ¢lanka su: cilj istraZivanja, metodi, rezultati

i zakljucak.

Kljucne rijeci su termini kojih u pravilu ima do deset. To su re¢i koje najbolje opisuju sadrzaj ¢lanka
za potrebe indeksiranja i pretraZivanja i koje se dodjeljuju s osloncem na neki medunarodni izvor,
koji je najsire prihvaéen unutar date nau¢ne oblasti.
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SADRZAJRADA

Radove pisati jezgrovito, razumljivim stilom i logickim redom koji, po pravilu, uklju¢uje: uvodni
dio, cilj i metode istraZivanja, razradu teme i zaklju¢ak. U radu mogu biti najvie tri autora.

Naslovi i podnaslovi rada

a) UVOD (TNR, 12, bold), bez tekst TNR 12, dva proreda poslije klju¢nih rijei, bez obiljezavanja

brojem.

b) Glavni naslovi u radu trebaju biti TNR 12, velikim slovima, bold, poravnato prema lijevoj mar-
gini. Izmedu naslova u radu jedan prazan red. Glavne naslove oznaciti rednim brojem 1.; 2., itd.

¢) Podnaslovi, drugi nivo, TNR 12, bold, poravnato prema lijevoj margini.

d) Podnaslovi, tre¢i nivo, TNR 12, poravnato prema lijevoj margini.

e) ZAKLJUCAK (TNR, 12, bold), tekst TNR 12. bez obiljeZavana brojem.

f) Summary (TNR 12, bold), pa tekst (TNR 11, italic). Poslije teksta, jedan prored nize.

Summary se daje u prosirenom obliku, ¢ija duzina treba da bude od 400-500 rijeci. Navodi
se na kraju rada, poslije literature. Ukoliko je rad pisan na engleskom jeziku nije potrebno pisati
Summary.

Pozivanje na pojedince u tekstu treba da sadrzi ime, srednje slovo i prezime pri prvom navodenju.
U naknadnim navodenjima se navodi samo prezime. Ne treba koristiti titule kao $to su gospodin,
doktor, profesor, itd. Na primjer: Alan S. Blinder (2006) [Prvo navodenje], Blinder (2006) [daljnja

navodenja].

Organizacije ili vladine agencije u tekstu: Pri prvom pominjanju navesti puno ime sa skradeni-
com u zagradi. Za ostala navodenja koristi se samo skraenica.

Na primjer: Social Science Research Council (SSRC) [prvo navodenje], SSRC [ostala navodenja].

Pozivanje na ¢lanke i knjige u tekstu. Navedite ime i prezime (ime, srednje slovo i prezime, autora
i godinu izdanja u prvom navodenju, sa brojevima stranica), gdje je to potrebno. Na primjer: Glen

Firebaugh (1999) [prvo navodenje];

Firebaugh (1999) [daljnja navodenja]; Andrea Boltho i Gianni Toniolo (1999) [prvo navodenje],
Boltho i Toniolo (1999) [daljnja navodenja]; Albert Berry, Francois Bourguignon, i Christian
Morrisson (1983) [prvo navodenje], Berry, Bourguignon, i Morrisson (1983) [daljnja navodenja.
Kada se citira viSe djela jednog istog autora, treba dati prezime autora i godinu izdanja u zagradi,
prilikom svakog daljnjeg navodenja. Navodenje autora u tekstu mora biti identi¢no navodenju u
dijelu rada, koji se odnosi na Bibliografiju.

Prijedlog za pozivanje u tekstu: (Lukacs, 2005)

Citati. Svaki citat, bez obzira na duzinu, mora biti naveden, kao i broj stranice. Za svaki citat duzi
od 350 znakova, autor mora imati pismeno odobrenje vlasnika autorskih prava, koji treba priloziti
uz rad.
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Tabele, grafikoni i slike. Tabele i grafikoni treba da budu u Word-u ili nekom formati koji je kom-
patibilan sa Word-om. Tabele i grafikone iz programa za statistiku treba prebaciti u format Word-a.
Isti podaci ne mogu biti predstavljeni i u tabelama i u grafikonima. Svaka tabela, grafikon, ili slika,
treba da budu oznaceni brojem i da imaju odgovarajuéi naslov, npr.: Tabela 2: Pouzdanost varijabli.
Naziv tabele, grafikona ili slike se stavlja iznad, TNR 11, normal, dva slobodna reda izmedu naslo-
va tabela i teksta. Slike se moraju slati u elektronskoj formi. Ako se koristi ilustracija iz tampanih
izvora, potrebno je pismeno odobrenje vlasnika autorskih prava. Izvor treba navesti ispod tabele,
grafikona i slike. Font izvora: TNR 11, italic. Citiranja u okviru navedenog Izvora se rade na isti
nacin kao u tekstu. Ukoliko su tabele, grafikoni i cifre plod proracuna, pregleda ili procjena autora,
onda to takode treba naglasiti.

Statisticki podaci. Rezultati statistickih testova treba da budu dati u sljede¢em obliku: F (1,9) =
25,35; p <001 ili sli¢no. Nize brojeve konvencionalnih nivoa P treba isto tako navesti (na primjer:
,05,,01,,001).

Bibliografija. KoriStena literatura treba da je u skladu sa sadrzajem rada i da ima najmanje 10
izvora za sve radove, dok za pregledne najmanji broj je 15 izvora. Preporucuje se da se autori pozi-
vaju na izvore radova do sada objavljene u ¢asopisu EMC Review, Journal of Economics and Market
Communication. Pri pisanju rada koristiti APA stil (http://www.apastyle.org/) za oblikovanje refe-
renci u tekstu i u popisu literature. Bibliografija treba biti novijeg datuma. Dio koji se odnosi na
bibliografi ju mora biti kucan proredom 1, mora poceti na novoj stranici iza teksta i pruziti potpune
informacije. Treba koristiti puna imena autora ili urednika, koristedi inicijale samo ako ih tako
upotrebljava odredeni autor/urednik. Navedite sve autore/urednike do/uklju¢ujuéi 10 imena. Au-
tori ¢lanaka, knjiga i materijala, bez navedenih autora ili urednika, kao $to su drzavna dokumenta,
bilteni, ili novine, navode se po abecednom redu. Vecina jedinki navedenih u dijelu Bibliografija
treba da bude navedena (uklju¢ena) u samom tekstu.

Dodatak. U dodatku treba staviti samo one opise materijala, koji bi bili korisni ¢itaocima za razu-
mijevanje, procjenu ili pregled istraZivanja.

Fusnote i skradenice. Ako je potrebno, navodenja u fusnotama trebalo bi koristiti na isti nacin
kao u tekstu. Skradenice takode treba izbjegavati, osim izrazito uobicajenih. Skracenice navedene u
tabelama i slikama trebalo bi objasniti.

Recenzije i objavljivanje. Svi radovi se anonimno recenziraju od strane dva anonimna recenzenta.
Na osnovu recenzija redakcija donosi odluku o objavljivanju rada i obavjestava autora.

INSTRUCTIONS FOR AUTHORS

EMC Review, Journal of Economics and Market Communication publishes original scientific papers,
descriptive and professional papers, scientific discussions, critics and reviews. With its thematic
scope of scientific discoveries with applications in business and economy, the journal reflects the
multidisciplinary of studies at the Apeiron University. The goal of the journal is to publish papers
in the field of global economy, regional economy, economic politics, market and competition, con-
sumers, media and business communication, new technologies, management, marketing.
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The journal is published twice a year, in June and December. Papers should be submitted in the
languages of B&H, Latin or English, exclusively electronically, to the redaction mail address: redak-
cija@emc-review.com by the end of April for June, and the end of September for December issue.
The address for sending the author copy of the journal after it is published should be sent together
with the paper.

Author, if necessary, may require issuance of a certificate as a proof that the paper will be published
after it has been reviewed.

Editorial board will submit manuscript to editors competent for a respective area. Author’s identity
will not be revealed to the editors, and vice versa. Throughout the whole year, the journal is open
for communication with all interested inland and foreign authors.

Based on the reviews, editorial board decides on paper publishing and informs the author wit-

hin 3 months from paper receipt. Papers should be prepared in accordance with the Instructions
for Authors for EMC review.

MANUSCRIPT SUBMISSION:

Papers should be submitted electronically, attached as an open document (Word and PDF for-
mat), to redaction mail address: redakcija@emc-review.com. Submissions that do not meet the
recommendations in the Instructions will not be submitted for review and will not be published. A
paper must be written in text processor Microsoft Word, using font Times New Roman (size 12),
in Latin alphabet, spacing (1). Page setup: A4, Margins: top 2,5 cm; bottom 2,5 cm; left 2,5 cm;
right 2,5 cm. Paper needs to have the length of up to 30,000 characters (16 pages). The exception
from this are reviews which may be up to 50,000 characters long. A paper needs to be proof read.

Paper title. CAPITAL LETTERS, centered, (Times New Roman, 16, bold). Author’s

last name, title and first name should be written below the title (Times 172 New Roman, 14).
Example: Last name Dr., (Mr.) name or last name. In the footnote on the first page, author’s scien-
tific occupation, name, author’s address, author’s e-mail address, and the name of the institution at
which the author works is given, (Times New Roman, 11).

An abstract or summary of the article is a brief informative overview of the content of the article
that enables the reader to assess its relevance quickly and accurately, which also contains terms that
are often used to index and search articles. The constituent parts of the article abstract are: the aim
of the research, the methods, the results and the conclusion.

There are typically up to ten keywords. These are the words that best describe the content of the
article for indexing and search purposes, which are assigned with a reference to an international
source that is most widely accepted within the given scientific field.

CONTENT OF WORK

Articles should be written in a concise manner, understandable style and logical order, which, as a
rule, includes: the introductory part, the goal and methods of research, the topic development and
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the conclusion. There are maximum three authors per article.

Headings and subheadings.
a) Introduction (TNR, 12, bold), text TNR 12, two spaces after keywords, without numbering,.
b) Paper headings should be TNR 12, capital letters, bold, aligned to the left margin, among the

titles in the paper, single space.

¢) Subtitles, second level, TNR 12, bold, left margin alignment.

d) Subtitles, third level, TNR 12, left margin alignment.

e) Conclusion (TNR, 12, bold), text TNR 12, without numbering.

f) Abstract (TNR 12, bold), and text (TNR 11, italic). There is a single line spacing after the text.

The summary is given in an extended form, the length of which should be 400-500 words. It is
written at the end of the article, after the references. If the article is written in English, it is not
necessary to include a summary.

Summary is given in an expanded form, which length can be up to one tenth of the paper
length. It should be written at the end of the paper, after bibliography. In the top left corner the
name and surname of the author should be written (TNR, 12). Three spaces below Title in English
- if the paper is written in Serbian, Croatian or Bosnian or in one of these languages if the paper is
written in English (TNR, 14, bold). Then, two spaces below Summary follows (TNR 12, bold),
followed by the text (TNR 11, italic). After the text, single space below Key words (TNR 12, bold):
Key word 1, key word 2,... key word 5 (TNR 11, italic). And space below JEL classification (TNR
12, bold): E04, B12 (TNR 11, italic).

Reference to individuals in the text should include the first name, middle initial and last name on
the first reference. Subsequent references should include last name only. Do NOT use titles such as

Mister, Doctor, Professor, etc. For example: Alan S. Blinder (20006) [first reference], Blinder (2006)
[subsequently].

Organizations or governmental agencies in the text. On the first references use the full name fol-
lowed by the abbreviation in parentheses. Subsequent references should use abbreviation only. For
example: Social Science Research Council (SSRC) [first reference], SSRC [subsequently].

Reference to articles and books in the text. Give full name (first name, middle initial and last
name) of author(s) and year of publication in the first citation, with page numbers where appro-
priate. For example: Glenn Firebaugh (1999) [first referencel; Firebaugh (1999) [subsequently];
Andrea Boltho and Gianni Toniolo (1999) [first reference], Boltho and Toniolo (1999) [subse-
quently]; Albert Berry, Francois Bourguignon, and Chris titan Morrison (1983) [first reference],
Berry, Bourguignon, and Morrison (1983) [subset quaintly]. When citing more than one work
by the same author, give the last name of author and year of publication in parentheses for each
subsequent citation. When listing a list of references within the text, arrange them first in chrono-
logical order, then alphabetically according to years. If there are four or more authors, refer to the
first author, followed by et al. and the year; for example: Stefan Folster et al. (1998). If there is more
than one publication referred to in the same year by the author(s), use the year and letters a, b, etc.
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(example: 1997a, b). References to authors in the text must match exactly those in the Reference
section.

Proposal for references to the authors in the text: (Lukacs, 2005)

Quotations. Any quotation, regardless of its length, needs to include reference and page number.
For any quotation longer than 350 characters, the author must have written approval by copy rights
owner that needs to be enclosed.

Tables, charts, and pictures. Tables and graphs need to be made in Word or some oth er Word
compatible format. Tables and graphs from statistical programs should be trans ferred into Word
format. Same data must not be presented both in tables and charts. Every table, chart, or picture
should be marked with a number and adequate name, e.g.: Table 2: Variables Reliability. Name of
tables, graphics or picture is placed above, TNR 11, normal, two spaces between table and text. If
illustration from printing source is used, written authorization by copy rights owner is necessary.
Source should be placed below tables, charts, and pic tures. Source font: TNR 11, italic. Refer-
ences in the Source are used in the same way as in the text. If the tables, charts, and figures are
author’(s") calculations, reviews or estimations, that should also be emphasized.

Statistics. The results of statistical tests need to be provided in the following form: F (1.9) =25.35;
p<001 or similar. Lower number of conventional P levels should be stated (e.g.: .05, .01, .001).

Bibliography. The references used should be in accordance with the content of the article and there
should be at least 10 sources for all articles, while for review papers there should be at least 15. It
is recommended that authors refer to the sources of papers published so far in the journal EMC
Review, Journal of Economics and Market Communication. Use the APA style when writing the
article (http://www.apastyle.org/) to form references in the text and in the reference list. The bibli-
ography should be of recent date. Reference section must be single-spaced, beginning on a new
page following the text, giving full information. Use full names of authors or editors using initials
only if that is the usage of the particular au thorn/editor. List all author/editors up to/ including
10 names. Authors of articles and books and material without specific authors or editors, such as
government documents, bulletins, or newspapers, are to be listed alphabetically. Most references in
the Reference section should be referenced (included) in the text.

Appendix. In the appendix, only those descriptions of material that would be useful for readers to
understand, evaluate, or revise research should be provided.

Footnotes and abbreviations. If necessary, references in the footnotes should be used in the same
way as in the text. Abbreviations should be avoided, except from exceptionally usual ones. The
abbreviations stated in tables and pictures should be explained.

Reviews and publishing. All papers are anonymously reviewed by two anonymous re viewers.
On the basis of reviews, editorial staff makes decision on paper publishing and informs the author
about it within three months from paper receipt.
