INTRODUCTION

epublika Srpska is one of the two
territorial units — entities — of Bosnia

and Hezegovina. Republika Srpska has existed as 2
separate geographic and political unit eight vears.
Its boundaries were defined by the provisions of
the Dayton Peace Agreement signed in 1995, Traces
of human activity in this region reach back, of
course, into much more distant past.

Archeological finds testify that the territories
occupied today by Republika Srpska were
inhabited in the Paleolithic. Remains of the
material culture of the Early Stone age have been
discovered on two fairly large sites on the Usora
river northwest of Doboj — on Crkvina and Kamen
— as well as in Pecine at Kla$nica near Banja Luka
Finds from the Early Stone Age have also been
discovered at Cecava and Rastusa near Teslic, at
Podnovlje, Detlak, Lupljanica and Smrtici near
Derventa, at Kulasi and Popovici near Prnjavor,

and in the neighbourhood of Gacko.

The Late Stone Age was a period of considerable
cultural development in this region. The evidence
from a number of archaeological sites testifies o
the existence of Neolithic settlements in the area of
Banja Luka, Br¢ko, Bijeljina, Derventa and Trebinje.
The southern — Herzegovinian — region differed
from the northern, northwestern and northeastern
parts in the Neolithic. The Herzegovinian part was
characterized by Mediterranean traits, whereas the
northern region belonged predominantly to the
Danubian cultural sphere.

The only evidence of the Copper Age discovered so
far in the territory of the present Republika Srpska
are a few hoards and some isolated finds of copper
implements. The Early Bronze Age saw the
emergence of the so-called Slavonian Culture and
is dated into the period between 1800 and 1600
BC. In the Middle Bronze Age (1600-1300 BC) the
proto-Illyrian ethnic element made its appearance.
The most common settlements in Herzegovina are
