
Sazetak 

Medunarodno pravo je pravo koje se primjenjuje bez obzira na driavne granice 
(ius gentium). Ono sto ga cini osobenim u odnosu na unutarnje pravo je specificnost 
njegove sankcije i sprecificnost vrsenja prisile. U bliskoj proslosti ovo pravo nije imalo 
sankciju, a prisila, koja se trebala vrsiti prema odredenim medunarodnim subjektima, 
vrsena je posredno iii je izostavljana. 

To su i razlozi zasto su mu odredeni teoreticari odricali pravni karakter i nisu ga 
smatrali posebnom vrstom prava. Medunarodno pravo je sistem pravila koja na pravni 
nacin ureduju odnose izmedu subjekata toga prava 
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odluka, diplomacija, politika, diplomatski imunitet.

International law is law that is applied regardless of state borders (ius Gentium). 
What makes it special compared to the internal law of the specific sanctions and 
performing specificel coercion. In the near past, it had no right to sanction and coercion, 
which is supposed to do according to certain international entities, we also indirectly or 
no indirectly. 

These are the reasons why his particular theorists odricali legal character, and it 
is not considered a special kind of law. International law is a system of rules that the 
legal way to regulate the relations between the subjects of this law. 
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
